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A Brief History of Father's Day
Father's Day, celebrated on the United States on the third Sunday of June, got a jump start from the formation of Mother's Day. 

It was during a Mother's Day church service on June 20, 1909, that Sonora Smart Dodd was struck with the idea of creating a special holiday to honor fathers, too.

Because of his love and esteem, Sonora believed her father deserved a special time of honor just like that given to mothers on Mother's Day. In 1909, Sonora approached the Spokane YMCA and the Ministerial Alliance and suggested that a day be set aside for fathers.

The first Father's Day was thus observed in the State of Washington on June 19, 1910. The idea of officially celebrating fatherhood spread quickly across the United States, as more and more states adopted the holiday.

In 1924, President Calvin Coolidge recognized Father's Day as the third Sunday in June of that year and encouraged states to do the same. Congress officially recognized Father's Day in 1956 with the passage of a joint resolution.

Ten years later, in 1966, President Lyndon Johnson issued a proclamation calling for the third Sunday in June to be recognized as Father's Day. In 1972, President Richard Nixon permanently established the observance of the third Sunday in June as Father's Day in the United States.

Sonora Smart Dodd lived to see her idea come to fruition. She died in 1978 at the ripe old age of 96.

SEASON AFTER PENTECOST

The Day of Pentecost celebrates the birth of the Christian Church—it marks the day when Jesus’ disciples felt the Holy Spirit come upon them and empower them to tell Jesus’ story to the world.

The Season of Pentecost is the sixth and final season, and the longest season, of the church year. It is known as Ordinary Time, meaning counted time. Each Sunday after Pentecost is numbered. There are 23 to 28 Sundays after Pentecost, depending on the date of Easter. This year there will be 25 Sunday’s after Pentecost. This is the non-festival portion of the liturgical calendar during which the church stresses vocation, evangelism, missions, stewardship, alms giving, and other works of mercy and charity as ways in which Christ empowers us by His grace to share the Gospel with others.

Green is the color for the Season after Pentecost; therefore, it is the color of life. Green has traditionally been associated with new life and growth. In Christian tradition, green came to symbolize the life of the church following Pentecost, as well as symbolizing the hope of new life in the resurrection.

The main holy days during this season are Trinity Sunday which will be celebrated on June 7th, The Transfiguration on August 6 is the commemoration of the Transfiguration of Jesus Christ on Mount Tabor. All Saints Day, November 1st, this year falls on a Sunday, the Christian Memorial Day on which all who died for their testimony of Jesus are remembered. The last Sunday after Pentecost is Christ the King on November 22nd.

It was mentioned a role of a deacon is to bring the cares of the community to the parish.

A power point program was presented on the proposed refurbishing of the Memorial Garden on the south side of the church. The work would include extending and refurbishing the brick sidewalk, cleaning out dead and damaged plants, adding new perennials and annuals, and installing an arbor at the entrance to the garden. Part of the inspiration to fix the garden is to make it accessible to the community and a sign will be erected to increase the awareness of its presence. The project will be funded by donations as well as from Building and Grounds and Outreach Ministries. The budget is $3,000. The project was approved.

Vacation Bible School will be held in June, presumably in person. More details to follow.
